Visible teaching involves: making learning the explicit goal, sharing challenging learning intentions and success criteria, planning interventions that deliberately encourage mastery of these intentions, seeking and giving feedback, and adapting teaching as a result of feedback from learners. In this book, using cognitive psychology, Hattie explores the power of cognitive science to form a framework for shaping learning. 	This book explores the demands of the vocabulary gap between our ‘word poor’ and ‘word rich’ pupils. It presents the case for teacher-led efforts to develop students’ vocabulary and provides practical solutions for teachers. There are three tiers to vocabulary, tier 1 - everyday words, tier 2 – words that are more sophisticated and not in a child’s everyday language and tier 3 which is subject specific academic language. Etymology and morphology needs to be explicitly taught to children in order to widen their vocabulary. He suggests a strong and in-depth knowledge of words and vocabulary will support word knowledge, spelling and reading comprehension.
